SUBJECT: National Health Care Reform

Whereas, Over 48 million Americans have no health insurance, and millions more are underinsured, and 

Whereas, Healthcare expenses are a cause of almost half of all personal bankruptcies, and

Whereas, One third of our health care expenditures are a result of excessive administrative cost and increasing profits for private insurers, and

Whereas, the current economic crisis greatly increases these problems of providing health care to Americans, and 

Whereas, The USA ranks #37 among the countries of the world in provision of healthcare. The USA has higher infant mortality than 41 countries, including South Korea and Slovenia, and   

Whereas, The United States Health Care Act, H.R. 676, would provide comprehensive healthcare to all Americans, at a cost substantially less than current expenditures, and greatly reduced administrative complexity,

Now, Therefore Be It Resolved, That the Leon County Democratic Party Executive Committee recognizes that Health Care is a Human Right, and supports universal comprehensive, healthcare for all Americans,  and 

Be It Further Resolved, That the LCDP Executive Committee supports national legislation to accomplish these goals, specifically as embodied in H.R. 676.
